COMMUNITY SERVICE OFFICER
 The CSO is a limited commission position responsible for abandoned vehicles, parking and animal 
control enforcement and education.
 The CSO is a critical part of the Departments community policing efforts working with 
neighborhoods to improve quality of life issues.
 This position received extensive training in animal cruelty investigations, humane trapping, 
enforcement and safety. 
 The CSO is also trained as a Crime Prevention Practioner for residential and business security surveys 
and outreach.

DISPATCHER POSITION:
Parsons PD Dispatch handles 25,000 
incoming calls annually.

Responders’ connecting citizens with 
emergency services.
The Dispatch Center was recently 
remodeled and upgraded with new 
technology.
